Playdough
Here's a simple recipe:

1 cup of plain flour

1 cup of water

1 tablespoon cooking oil

2 teaspoons cream of tartar

Half a cup of salt

food colouring and essences
(optional)

Put all ingredients in a large saucepan,
and heat slowly, stirring all the time
until it forms a ball. Keep it wrapped in clingfilm or in a covered
fub to stop it drying out.
